	‘Days Out’ will be developed for older people from the Manhood Peninsula and children from local primary schools to study the coastal environment of Dell Quay, Chichester Harbour. A pilot project in 2010 demonstrated the effectiveness of inter-generational work in providing a rich learning resource for all participants. 

The project will be a good way of teaching the children about the conservation and care of their local environment and will afford the older people a chance to share in the uniqueness of Chichester Harbour as an Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, as well as passing on their knowledge and experience to the children in both a structured and informal way. Participants will all be from schools or older people’s groups on the Manhood Peninsula.

To encourage people to get involved the Conservancy will hold activity days at Harbour Education Centre, Dell Quay and at Pagham Harbour Nature Reserve in conjunction with the Manhood Wildlife & Heritage group.

	Medmerry Landscape Archaeological Survey
	The project relates to an area of land of more than 300 hectares behind the Medmerry Beach. Once the area has been bounded by new bunds it is to be opened to the sea and is expected to become salt marsh. The broader area contains a wide range of archaeological remains including Bronze and Iron Age, Roman, Anglo-Saxon and WWII. At the time of writing this proposal Chichester & District Archaeology Society (CDAS) does not know what the project area contains. 

Once the area is opened to the sea and becomes salt marsh any archaeological investigation of this area will be extremely difficult if not impossible. It is, therefore, important to record now any archaeology that may be within the area.  CDAS intend to undertake a programme of archaeological investigation, comprising fieldwalking, geophysical survey and desk research.

	The project aims to encourage and organise coastal walks in the interest of health, and social networking. Other groups on the Manhood Peninsula with similar interests, such as running groups, are to be included through an expanded forum. The project is aimed at people in the 50+ age group.

	West Beach Selsey Resident Group
	Community Shingle Tracer Study
	According to The West Beach Selsey Residents Group - our beach is not just important to us a coast defence but it is also where we like to walk, sit, go swimming etc – it’s our local environment and we want to be involved in looking after it, and improving the understanding of it. This project allows us to do both.

The group want to build up a more detailed understanding of shingle movement on this dynamic frontage, so that the community and the coastal authorities have access to detailed “scientific” data on coastal change here, especially following the beach recharge.

In following years, the beach recharge monitoring data we collect will help inform the need for recycling of the recharged material, and the data may lead to some very useful information on sediment processes at West Beach.

	Selsey Town Council
	East Beach Play Area; adapting to salinity and enhancing coastal habitat 
	The area behind the sea wall has suffered from saltwater ingress as a result of overtopping and a faulty valve in the outfall pipe leading from East Beach Pond. This has caused the grass to die in large parts of the play area, including within the compound of the BMX track. 

This application is seeking to enhance the appearance of the area outside of the track compound through sensitive planting that is appropriate to the demanding coastal environment. It is proposed to reseed the areas where the grass has died with species that are naturally resistant to saline conditions. This will both restore the greenness and attractiveness of the area and help to establish a natural habitat that accords with its coastal location.

It is also proposed to surround the fence to the BMX track with coastal hedgerow plants that will both shield the area and provide a habitat for coastal fauna and flora. This will provide an important wildlife corridor between the neighbouring wildlife areas of Selsey Common, East Beach Pond and Pagham Harbour. 

The project will help to demonstrate that it is better to adapt to coastal conditions rather than to seek to maintain generic (lawn-based) landscaping schemes that do not work in such close proximity to the sea. It will help to create a softer, more attractive landscape that is attractive to people and will foster wildlife.

	Manhood Cycle Network
	Selsey Peninsula Cycle Route Leaflet
	The Manhood Cycle Network promotes and encourages the development and provision of safe cycle routes, paths and facilities for cycling to benefit the public. Their remit is to promote healthy recreation, protect the environment and conserve energy resources. 

This project aims to encourage sustainable access to the nature reserve that will be created as part of the Medmerry Managed Retreat Scheme by producing a leaflet showing the existing cycle routes on the peninsula (Salterns and Bill Way, and the new route being constructed between West and East Wittering). The leaflet will show how they can be linked by existing minor roads to gain access to the new routes to be created as part of the Medmerry Managed Retreat Scheme.

The project will raise awareness the role of the managed retreat scheme in flood defence, and emphasise the nature conservation advantages it delivers by promoting access by foot and cycle. The benefits will be to encourage more cycling on the peninsula and to press for the missing link to Selsey to be completed

	Notice / information boards
	The fishermen go to sea at all times of the day and night, as dictated by tides, weather and type of catch. Keeping in touch regarding Fishermen’s Association meetings, new legislation and current important messages is proving difficult.  

The intention is to erect a notice board in each of the three main fishing areas at Selsey Beach, which would be useful to the fishermen, the local community and visitors alike. Volunteers will look after, and keep the notice board updated with, relevant information for Selsey fishermen and the general public. Information will include tide times, types of fish caught locally and safety awareness for a working beach.

	Bracklesham Bay Sub Tidal Survey
	A detailed survey of the Wrecks and Reefs in Bracklesham Bay will be conducted. The intention is to obtain valuable information about the Sub Tidal Environment, and raise the awareness of both local community and tourists about what exists just offshore. The project will involve a number of scuba dives, during which surveys of both known and as yet un-examined sites will be conducted. 

The project will help evaluate the extent to which Coastal Change is occurring underwater and along the coast of the Manhood Peninsula, by providing valuable data for the future through the recording of seabed heights and mapping reef structures.
